This document is to be used as a template to assist the creation of a new CAMpod. Italicized text provides instruction to the CAMpod author and should be deleted when writing the CAMpod. Please ensure the CAMpod is written in the second person. The total length of the CAMpod may vary, between 2 to 6 pages. For further instructions and specific examples, please refer to the CAMpod Manual.
The full title of the CAMPod. This should be centered, bolded, and in 14pt.
CAMpod Curriculum Section: Indicate which of the sections this CAMpod relates to. The Project Manager can identify the appropriate section (e.g., CAM Products and Practices or CAM in Clinical Practice).
Author(s): List the names and credentials of all the POD authors.
Institution(s): List the primary institutional affiliation of each POD author.
Creation Date: The date the POD was submitted to the Project Manager to be sent for peer review.  Note: This will change to the date the POD is uploaded into the digital resource repository after peer review and final edits.
Revision Date: This should only been completed if the POD has been revised after having already been available on the digital resource repository.
Synonyms and Related Terms: A list if other commonly used terms for your CAMpod topic
Document Descriptors:  A brief list of key words to describe the content of your POD. For assistance, please use the descriptors available at http://www.caminume.ca/drr/descriptors.

1. Purpose
The Purpose section should include an opening statement summarizing what the CAMPod is about. 

1.1.  Rationale for including this topic in UME
A brief background or context of the topic will help elucidate why it is important for practicing physicians to know about.  
1.2. Key CAM Competencies 
In the future, the author will also be asked to identify which of the core CAM competencies for Undergraduate Medical Education the CAMPod addresses.  However, since the CAM competencies have not been finalized by consensus, authors are not yet required to complete this section.
2. Overview

The overview should identify the important content regarding a specific topic and should be consistent with the stated competencies. 
It is important that there be enough information provided for each subtopic that would allow an instructor who may be relatively unfamiliar with the CAM topic to develop curriculum content.  This description could also include references that will direct the instructor to an excellent overview of the sub-topic. If so, please provide an explanation of why the specific references have been selected.

If information on a particular subtopic is limited, this should be highlighted in the CAMPod.  
Suggested areas to include in the overview are categorized by the curriculum sections:
· If writing a CAM Practices and Products CAMpod, consider headings such as: Definition/Description; Concepts; Use; Examples; Evidence; Safety; Clinical implications; Clinical Applications; Eduction of Practioner(s), Regulation of Practice. 
· If writing a CAM in Clinical Practice CAMpod, consider headlings such as: Prevalence of CAM; Types of complementary products or practices used; Why CAM is used; Evidence for complementary products or practices used; Safety concerns for complementary products or practices used; or any other issues that you consider to be important to the specific condition being written about.
Please be sure to reference your sources of information in writing the overview.  Referencing should adhere to the Vancouver referencing system.  For further information, go to: http://library.curtin.edu.au/referencing/vancouver.pdf.  
3. Discussion

The discussion section is critical to tie the POD content together as well as to illustrate how the POD applies to undergraduate medical education.  As such, this section should include:
3.1. Questions for Discussion/Reflection 
These are questions or issues to help instructors engage their students with the content.  The focus should be on issues physicians should think about as they practice medicine.  They could have clinical relevance and require decision-making, communication, and critical thinking skills, or focus on health care in general or the Canadian health care system.  
There are questions or issues that will be common to several CAMPods such as those focused on evidence and ethics.  Thus, it may be helpful to take the time to look at other PODs already available on the CAM in UME Project web site at http://www.caminume.ca/drr/campods. 
3.2. Readings 
This section will direct users to high-quality, accessible, up-to-date, and reliable information pertaining to this topic.  The readings section should include: 
3.2.1
Annotated Readings
Provide 1–3 key annotations of quality resources.  Annotations should include a brief paragraph summarizing the content of this reading as well as specific information that evaluates the reading.

Reference List
Please list all cited sources from the body of the CAMPod (e.g., in the Purpose or Overview sections). Referencing should adhere to the Vancouver referencing system.  For further information, go to: http://library.curtin.edu.au/referencing/vancouver.pdf.  
3.2.3
Additional Readings 
A list of key references of quality resources (textbooks, articles, web-sites, reviews, etc) above and beyond those listed in the section 3.2.2.  We recommend including no more than 5 additional references, listed in reverse chronology.
